ELIGIBILITY: 
Open to high school juniors and seniors residing in the Montague or Whitehall school districts, with 
plans to attend a secondary school for continuing education. Applicants need not be enrolled in art 
classes at their respective schools. 

 
INSTRUCTIONS: 

1. Please print clearly and complete the form in its entirety. Turn in completed application and 
artist’s statement, along with your artwork submission, to the Nuveen Community Center for the 
Arts by 5:00 p.m., March 16, 2012. Incomplete forms and late submissions will not be considered. 

2. All artwork must be original and created solely by the applicant.   
3. 20"x24" masonite boards will be provided for mounting your work. Artwork not attached to 

provided boards (or equivalent) will not be considered. You are welcome to use any medium for 
your artwork. Please contact the Nuveen Center with any questions. 

4. Please attach the entry label to the back of your mounted artwork in the upper right hand corner. 
 
SCHOLARSHIP DETAILS: 
 All submitted artwork and artist’s statements will be on display at Montague Foods from March 

21–May 7, 2012. Scholarship winners will be announced May 8. Students are responsible for 
picking up their artwork May 9-11 from the Nuveen Center. 

 Montague Foods Scholarship: First prize is a $1,000 college scholarship, second is $500, and third is 
$250. Winners will be determined by popular vote of grocery shoppers. Each shopper is permitted 
to vote one time only. Final decision rests with Montague Foods and Nuveen Center 
administration. Winners of the $1,000 scholarship are not eligible to apply for future Montague 
Foods Arts Scholarships.  

 Amber Rose Brown Memorial Scholarship: One winner of a $500 college scholarship will be 
determined by a panel of judges appointed by the Nuveen Center. Judges will select the piece 
that best emphasizes creativity and personal expression. Winning the Amber Rose Brown 
Memorial Scholarship does not preclude the artist from winning a Montague Foods Arts 
Scholarship.  

 All scholarships will be payable to the student after providing proof of enrollment at a post-
secondary educational institution. Scholarships will be held for juniors until they determine their 
continuing education plans during their senior year.
